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Abstrakt

Klicovym tématem této monografie je profesni portfolio v reflektivné pojatém vzdélavani
budoucich uciteli. Monografie ma charakter teoreticko-empirické prace, ve které byl
sledovan nasledujici cil: s oporou o zahranicni i domaci odborné zdroje prezentovat,
analyzovat a diskutovat moznosti a meze vyuzivani profesnich portfolii ve vzdélavani uciteld,
respektive v reflektivné pojatém vzdelavani budoucich uciteli.

Monografie je strukturovana do ¢tyf hlavnich kapitol. Prvni kapitola se vénuje kontextim
tématu prace, tj. proménam ucitelské profese a narokim na ucitele a piistupim k
vysokoSkolskému vzdé€lavani. Ve druhé kapitole je rozpracovana problematika reflektivniho
pojeti piipravného vzdélavani uditeld, vcetné¢ hlavnich prostfedkii rozvoje reflektivity
studentti ucitelstvi. Tieti kapitola se zamétfuje na teorii, praxi a vyzkumné rozpracovani
problematiky profesnich portfolii ve vzdélavani budoucich, ale i praktikujicich uciteld.

Pedagogické portfolio je zakotveno v teorii rozpracovavajici pojeti ucitelstvi jako reflektivni
praxe, kde je reflektivita chapdna jako trvaly princip ulitelské profesionality a jako zakladni
princip reflektivniho pfistupu ke vzdélavani budoucich ucitelt. Reflektivni piistup ve
vzdélavani a prace s profesnim portfoliem vychazi ze sociokonstruktivistickych teorii ucent,
teorie metakognitivniho ucéeni a teorie kooperativniho uceni. Teoretickda vychodiska
monografie jsou cilené inspirovana zvlasté frankofonnimi odbornymi zdroji.

Obsahem ctvrté kapitoly monografie je reflektivné-deskriptivni studie konkrétniho piipadu
zavadéni a vyuzivani pedagogického portfolia ve studijnim programu U¢itelstvi pro 1. stupen
zékladni skoly na Pedagogické fakult¢ Univerzity Karlovy. Cilem této studie bylo popsat,
reflektovat a posoudit koncepci, implementaci, vysledky, podminky a perspektivy prace s
pedagogickym portfoliem v konkrétnim koncepénim zaméru v komplexnosti, autenti¢nosti a
vyvojové dynamice.

Pii zpracovani reflektivné-deskriptivni studie byly vyuZity standardni vyzkumné metody
(akeéni vyzkum, obsahova analyza reflektivnich Ukolt a pedagogickych portfolii) a vysledky
z dil¢ich vyzkumnych sond. Konkrétni pifiklady byly vyuzity jako pftiklady ilustrativni.
K ovéfeni obsahové validity studie byly vyuZity rozhovory vychazejici z charakteristiky
hloubkového polostrukturovaného rozhovoru (konzultacni rozhovory), a metoda komunikacni
validizace (forum).

V chronologicky zpracované reflektivni ptipadové studii je pedagogické portfolio predstaveno
jako funkéni néstroj rozvoje reflektivity studentl ucitelstvi, reflexe profesniho uceni a rozvoje
profesni identity. Bylo identifikovano, Ze jde o nastroj, ktery podporuje integraci obsahil a
vysledki profesniho u€eni studentti multioborového studia. Bylo doloZeno, ze pedagogické
portfolio poméaha integrovat formativni hodnoceni do procesti profesniho uceni, proménuje
sumativni hodnoceni a pfispiva k autentickému hodnoceni studentl ucitelstvi. Silné stranky i
pfipadnd rizika pedagogického portfolia v daném koncepénim zadméru byla zvaZovana v
souvislosti s redlnymi a nutnymi podminkami.



Tomkova, A. The role of portfolios in reflectively conceived teacher education.
Abstract

The central focus of this monograph is the investigation of professional portfolios and their
usage in the reflective type of education of future teachers. The monograph has a character of
theoretical and empirical study with the following goal: With the help of international and
Czech professional sources, it aims to present, analyse and discuss the options and boundaries
of professional portfolios in teacher education, and in a reflective conception of future
teachers’ education respectively.

The monograph is composed of four main chapters. The first chapter focuses on the contexts
of the topic, on the transformations of the teaching profession, demands on teachers and
university education approach. The second chapter elaborates on the issues related to
reflective approaches to preparatory teacher education, including the main means used to
develop a reflective practice of teacher students. The third chapter deals with the theory,
practice, and research in the field of professional portfolios in the education of both future and
current teachers.

The pedagogical portfolio is based on the theory processing the concept of teaching as a
reflective practice where reflectivity is perceived as a permanent principle of teacher
professionalism and as an elementary principle of a reflective approach to the education of
future teachers. A reflective approach to education and work with the professional portfolio is
based on socio-constructivist theories of learning, metacognitive learning theory and
cooperative learning theory. The theoretical background of the monograph is based mainly on
Francophone professional sources.

The fourth chapter of the monograph introduces a reflective descriptive case study of
implementation and utilization of pedagogical portfolio within the elementary school teacher
programme at the Faculty of Education, Charles University in Prague. The aim of the study
was to describe, reflect upon and evaluate the concept, implementation, outcomes, conditions,
and perspectives of employing the professional portfolio in a specific conceptual design in its
complexity, authenticity, and evolution dynamics.

The standard research methods (action research, content analysis of reflective tasks and
pedagogical portfolios) and the results of partial research probes were used during the
development of the reflective-descriptive study. Specific examples have been used as
illustrative examples. To verify the content validity of the study, interviews based on the
characteristics of the in-depth semi-structured interview (consultation interviews) and the
method of communication validation (forum) were used.

A chronologically-based reflective case study introduces the pedagogical portfolio as an
effective tool for the development of reflective thinking by teacher students, including
reflections of professional study and the development of professional identity. It was
identified that this tool supports the integration of the contents and results of the professional
studies of students who study multiple subject disciplines. It was proved that the pedagogical
portfolio helps integrate the formative assessment into the professional study processes and
that it transforms the summative assessments and supports the authentic assessment of teacher
students. In the given conceptual design, the strengths, as well as the potential risk of
pedagogical portfolios, were considered in relation to real conditions and mandatory
requirements.
